Reputation is everything to us. The quality and health of the dogs we breed speaks louder than anything we could ever say. When it comes to breeding a sound and healthy Australian Shepherd, we make no compromises. Many "breeders" produce pups for one reason - Profit.  Sadly, when this is the case, quite often dogs that should not be are bred; dogs that have health or genetic problems can still produce more litters.  

We place all our puppies/dogs on contract, either spay/neuter and limited registration (Companion)  or on Co-ownership to serious (Show/Performance).   All of our dogs are sold with a 2 year health guarantee  that covers, eye issues (Cataracts), bone disorders (hip/elbow dysplasia), epilepsy and autoimmune issues.   We care about our puppy’s/dog’s welfare and we will  “ALWAYS” take back any puppy/dog bred by us for any reason for its entire life, or be involved with its placement.

The process for purchasing a “Vintage Colored Ranch” Australian Shepherd is as follows:
   1) Getting to know one another.
We ask that every prospective home take the time to allow us to get to know you better and to be sure our aussies are being placed in good homes. Our enjoyment comes from knowing you and what your expectations and desires are, so that we can better serve you.  We also want you to feel safe that you are working with upstanding and honest breeders, leading to our relationship with you becoming a part of our family.  We believe that with every new litter, new friends are born!  Please do not just send us an e-mail asking "how much for that pup?"... You will receive a short response directing you back to this page.

   2) Call us, or wait to hear if you are approved.
Please do not send a deposit for a puppy/dog without speaking to us first, or waiting to hear that you have been approved as a potential puppy/dog home.   You are welcome to call and speak to us as well. We enjoy the opportunity to work together with you to find the best personality, color, and gender in a pup/dog to suit your needs!

   3) Choosing & reserving your puppy/dog.
Once you are approved as a good home for a "Vintage Colored Ranch” aussie, we will contact you accordingly.  Let us know which pup/dog you have decided on and we will consider it reserved for you.  It will be marked on the site as "Pending".
   4) Send your Deposit.
A puppy/dog will be held for you "Reservation Pending".  We request that you express mail 2 day with USPS or overnight with Federal Express your deposit. If your deposit is not received within 5 days, the puppy/dog will be made available again - NO EXCEPTIONS. We hope you understand that many families are out there looking for a new member, and we want to be sure all the pups/dogs are placed into their new homes in a reasonable amount of time.   All deposits are non-refundable.  Deposits and payments are to be made out to Linda Konrad/VCR and mailed to 147 County Road 1140, Kopperl, TX  76652. 
   5) Payment for your Puppy/Dog.
  If you are purchasing a pup/dog that is over 8 weeks and ready to go home, balance will be due immediately unless other arrangements are made.  If shipping is required, the amount of shipment is also to be paid in full.    If you are purchasing a puppy that is under 8 weeks, the balance of payment will be due when the pup reaches 8 weeks of age.    
We will not ship any puppy/dog before full payment is received - for your protection, as well as ours.  Also, if paying by personal check, your check must clear before further arrangements are made.
   6) Shipping/Pickup of your Puppy/Dog.
Pups are available to go home at 10-12 weeks of age (unless we make the decision that an individual pup may leave a week or two sooner). Once your final payment is received, the excitement builds as we make reservations to have your new puppy/dog shipped home to you, or arrangements to be picked up by you.
If you purchase a puppy/dog but are not ready to have it sent home on its available date (unless the delay is by our decision) your pup/dog will be boarded here unless other arrangements are made in advance. Our Boarding terms are provided below.
Shipping is available after your pup reaches 10-12 weeks of age if you are unable to personally pick up. While you are welcome to come and visit in person, we realize a trip to Texas is not feasible for everyone. We select the airline we ship on with the safety of the puppy’s/dogs in mind, and the care they will receive in route.

Shipping a puppy/dog is a very simple process! We call the airlines and make a flight reservation, and arrange for a required health certificate and crate by our licensed Veterninarian.  You will be given the itinerary and all travel information before the pup/dog will go to the airport.  We make sure your new pup/dog is crate trained and accustomed to traveling (so the trip is nothing new and not stressful). We take the pup/dog to airport and check in at the required time.   We will make a phone call to you letting you know the pup/dog has departed.  A short time later you pick up your new puppy/dog at your airport.  We require a telephone call as soon as puppy/dog arrives.  Puppy/dog is to be taken out of crate and looked over before leaving the airport (if feasible and in safe area only).   Everything is fine…it now has a new home.   It’s that simple!

We will ship our puppies/dogs, from DFW (Dallas Fort Worth Airport), to anywhere within the 48 States of the US or Canada. We do not ship overseas.  Your new puppy/dog will be shipped to you thru American Airlines, Continental Airlines or Delta Airlines. The puppies/dogs are kept in a climate-controlled and pressure-controlled pet area of the plane - much like the passenger cabin for humans. 

When we ship with an Airline, we book the puppy/dog all the way thru to the final destination, and confirm all plane changes in advance. We have to be sure that the weather is ok, and that the pup/dog won't get too hot or cold.  We will always insure the puppy’s/dog’s value in case of any unforeseen accident. The shipping charges are primarily as follows:  0-50lbs $200.00, 51-70lbs $250.00 and 71-100lbs $300.00.
Your total shipping expense will generally be around $350.00 for a pup 8-15 weeks of age ($200 freight charge, plus $50 for Health Certificate, and $75.00 for shipping kennel, $25.00 mileage to airport.) Kennel is a quality crate (Pet Taxi or similar) that your pup will be familiarized with, and you can continue to use for crate training/bed when your pup arrives.

For an older or larger puppy or dog, the kennel and shipping cost will increase by approximately $50.00. If the puppy is older than 16 weeks, there is an additional $50.00 charge for a rabies vaccination - required to ship.
   7) Boarding.
Pups/dogs are boarded at the rate of $10.00/day.
Boarding will include feed, socialization, play-time, general care, and more as needed. Buyer will be responsible for major veterinary expenses incurred while pup/dog is being boarded.  Additional training (leash training, basic behavior, etc) is available on request for an additional fee, and we're more than happy to get your pup started for you!
A Home for Life. Every “Vintage Colored Ranch” Australian Shepherd that we breed is guaranteed a home for life with us if needed. We believe that if we bring a dog into this world, we have the responsibility to make sure that dog always has a loving home and does not end up unwanted, abandoned, and spending its last days alone in a shelter. The biggest and most important commitment a breeder can make is to take responsibility for the lives they produce. “VCR” does.
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
